· Kirsten: Should we add Nittany Apartments? Since we’re sure for Atherton. 
· Jamie: I think we should also do Simmons since it is more central to South than Atherton.
· Kirsten: Simmons Lounge Piano Lounge would be used.
· Ben: The area coordinators say they would be willing to help out, right?
· Kirsten: Yes, they listed the highest traffic area and that they would help set up. It is not a guarantee, though. Michael’s idea to hand out and leftover candy by going door-to-door is a good one.
· Ben: If you toss some SHRA flyers my way, I could hand them out with the candy me and another RA are giving out the same night. Printing costs money now, talk to area coordinators for printing.
· Kirsten: Vinny, can you update our flyers?
· Ben: We don’t have a digital file of it but I can send a picture of it tonight.

· Kirsten: Two would be fine but we would have to follow the six-feet distance rule. Are we okay with just doing Atherton?

· Kirsten: It would be in the Main Lobby.
· Ben: Someone is going to have to get the candy. How many bags should we be doing?
· Kirsten: I was thinking 50 to 100. How did events go last year?
· Ben: Study breaks did well last year; Atherton has non-resident students that come in for the classrooms. People are going to have to come help put these together before the event.
